Use ACTIVE COMMUNICATION:

STEP 1.  Listen actively.

STEP 2.  Identify & respond 
to feelings.

STEP 3.  Look for alternatives/
evaluate consequences.

STEP 4.  O�er encouragement.

STEP 5.  Follow up later.

Avoid COMMUNICATION BLOCKS.
